required to show proof of age Photo ID. 
• The Comedy Store reserves the right to refuse admission or attendance to any patron. 
• Smoking & Electronic cigarettes are not permitted in the venue. 
• Glasses, bottles, cameras and recording equipment, etc. are not allowed in the venue. 
• Babes in arms cannot be admitted to the venue. 
• Mobile phones, pagers and watches should be silenced before entering the auditorium. 
• The Comedy Store reserves the right to make any alterations to advertised listings 
• Unless a performance is cancelled, all tickets for The Comedy Store are non refundable. Tickets 

cannot be exchanged or money refunded. To make a change to your booking, please contact us 
a minimum of 48 hours prior to the performance.  

• This ticket must not be re-sold for profit or commercial gain or by any outlet other than The 
Comedy Store or one of its authorised agents. Failure to comply will make this ticket void.A 
booking fee is charged for buying tickets online or by phone. However, tickets purchased from 
the box office at The Comedy Store do not incur a booking fee. 

• Tickets are to be collected from the Box Office. Tickets can only be collected by the card holder 
who must present the card used for this purchase at the Box Office. If concession tickets have 
been booked, valid proof of concession for each ticket must be shown at the Box Office. If proof 
cannot be shown you will be charged the full standard ticket and booking fee cost. 

• Seats are unreserved unless otherwise specified, so it is recommended that you arrive early to 
maximize the possibility of being able to sit together.
